A.   The 



 of Man.
1.   The body is the material part of man.  In reality it is the 



 of the real man, the ”earthly tabernacle.”  II Cor. 5:1, II Peter 1:13-14
2.   At the time of physical death, the body returns to the dust from whence it came.  Gen. 3:19, Ecclesiastes 12:7, Mt. 6:25.

The word “soul” implies conscious life, as opposed to plants which have unconscious life.
The Bible also uses the word “soul” on occasions to refer to a man in general terms without reference to his material and immaterial parts.  Gen 12:5,

C.   The 




 of Man.
The “Spirit” is that unique part of man which exhibits “God-consciousness.”  Proverbs 20:27, John 4:24, Romans 8:16, I Corinthians 14:14,15.

It must be remembered that the word “spirit” is used in several different ways throughout the Bible.

1.   The apparent unity of Soul and Spirit.

a.   The Spirit is Sometimes Equated with the Heart.

(6) Meek and Quiet Spirit – hidden man of the heart.  I Pt. 3:4

The Fall of Man
The historical fact and implications of the fall of man is one of the most rejected of all Biblical accounts.  No one naturally admits to being a 



 - Proverbs 16:2; 20:6 – or desires to reveal the darker side of his nature.  In fact, a common delusion is that mankind is steadily 





.

Little wonder that Satan seeks to have men reject the first 12 chapters of the book of Genesis – after all, the simplest way to keep men from being saved is to convince them they don’t need to be 





.

Man was created in a state of 




.  By this we mean he had no knowledge of 



.  We do not mean he was created with a neutral moral nature; rather, man was created with a holy nature.

Man was a free moral agent.  This is seen in the fact that he had a will, and the free will of man means that he had the ability to 



 between God and evil.

A.   The 





 of Probation.

It was essential for God to place the simple test recorded in Genesis 2:16-17 before Adam.  If man were given no opportunity to exercise his will, then he would be as one 




 a will!  This is no better than an animal.  [If a child is born with the great ability to play a trumpet, what good would it be if he were never given a trumpet?]
A fellowship-seeking God did not desire slavish, instinctive devotion from man.  He was looking for a “want to” type of fellowship.  Man had to be given the opportunity to choose.

Through his creation, man had a holy nature, but not a 







.  Character is developed through the exercise of the will, as man chooses to do right.
