V. 
The Deity of the Holy Spirit

By the deity of the Holy Spirit, is meant that the Holy Spirit is God. This fact is clearly set forth in the Scriptures. The Holy Spirit is a person, in the same sense that God the Father is a person, and the Lord Jesus Christ is a person. The Holy Spirit is presented in the Scriptures as having the same essential deity as the Father and the Son, and is to be worshipped and adored, loved and obeyed in the same way that we would God the Father, or God the Son.

A. 
Tongues as spoken today is not a language. It is just gibberish, and therefore, contradicts the Bible.


B. 
We are never told to seek to speak in tongues, or seek the baptism of the Holy Spirit in the Bible; therefore, it is contradictory to the Bible.


C. 
It was a sign to the unbelievers which were the Jews (Isaiah 28 and I Cor. 14); therefore, it is unscriptural.


D. 
No women were permitted to do this in the house of the Lord (I Cor. 14); therefore, as it is done today, it is unscriptural.


E. 
God is not the author of confusion (I Cor. 14); therefore, the confusion caused by this in the local tongues movement, is not of God!


F. 
Speaking in other languages always resulted in the salvation of souls in the Bible. Therefore, as it is done today, is unscriptural.


G. 
Tongues is a sign to Israel, not the Church (Isaiah 28: 11-12, I Cor. 14). Therefore, it is unscriptural today.


H. 
Speaking in tongues was to confirm the giving of the Word of God (Mark 16:20 and Hebrews 2:4). Therefore, once the Word of God is given the signs are no longer useful. Therefore, Pentecostalism and speaking in tongues today is unscriptural.

V. 
The Rule of First Mention


A. 
One of the great principles of Biblical interpretation is the rule of first mention. You always examine where a word, a doctrine, a thing, is first mentioned in the Bible. It usually sets the interpretation.


B. 
Isaiah 28: 11-12, "For with stammering lips and another tongue will he speak to this people. To whom he said, this is the rest wherewith ye may cause the weary to rest; and this is the refreshing: yet they would not hear."


C. 
Notice that the entire context of chapter 28 of Isaiah is to Israel. It is not to the world. It is not to the Gentiles. We are going to see a principle here, and if this principle is followed throughout the entire Bible on speaking in tongues, it brings sanity, not insanity in the interpretation of tongues.


D. 
Compare Isaiah 28: 11-12, with I Cor. 14:21 which says, "In the law it is written, with men of other tongues and other lips will I speak unto this people; and yet for all that will they not hear me, saith the Lord. Wherefore tongues are for a sign, not to them that believe, but to them that believe not; but prophesying serveth not for them that believe not, but for them which believeth."



We see in the comparison of Isaiah 28, and I Cor. 14, that tongues are a sign to "this people." “This people” is Israel, not the church, not lost people, not the Gentiles, not the heathen, not to "this people." The words, "this people" are used both in Isaiah, and in I Cor. 14. So, tongues are a sign to them which believe not; the Jews, not to them which believe; the Church of Jesus Christ.



There are three references in the Book of Acts on speaking in tongues. If you look at them, all three use this key that it is for the Jew, and not for the Church of Jesus Christ.

Acts 2: Jews were gathered together in Jerusalem at the Feast of Pentecost, and heard the Lord speaking to them with men of other tongues. Let us look at Acts 2.

1. 
All that spoke with tongues were Jews.

2. 
All that heard them speak with tongues were Jews out of eighteen different nations - verse 9 through 11.

3. 
All heard the wonderful works of God.

4. 
Many did not believe and mocked just as Isaiah 28 and I Cor. 14 said would happen.

5. 
The results of this was the salvation of Jews - 3,000 of them.

6. 
Peter gives in verse 32 through 36, the reason for the speaking in tongues. "This Jesus hath God raised up, whereof we are all witnesses. Therefore being by the right hand of God exalted, and having received of the Father the promise of the Holy Spirit, HE HATH SHED FORTH THIS, WHICH YE NOT SEE AND HEAR. "

Verse 36, "Therefore let all the house of lsrael know assuredly, that God hath made the same Jesus, whom ye have crucified, both Lord and Christ."

7. 
The nation of lsrael did not believe. This is the key in Isaiah 28 and I Cor. 14.


E. 
The second place tongues are mentioned is in Acts 10: 11-18

1. 
The Jews, Peter and five other brethren are taking the Gospel to the Gentiles for the first time.

2. 
This Gospel going to the Gentiles and speaking in tongues are going
to be a sign to the Jews that the Gospel was taken to the Gentiles.

3. 
Until the time neither Peter nor his Jewish co-workers, nor the Jews at Jerusalem, Acts 11: 1-18, did not believe that the Gospel as for the Gentiles.

4. 
Therefore, the speaking in other tongues, like Cornelius and his Gentile friends was not a sign to them, but a sign to the Jews that God had given the grace of God to the Gentiles. We see this not only in verse 44 through 48 of chapter 10, but in chapter 11 where there is a confrontation between Peter and the circumcision party at Jerusalem, Peter shows that the sign is to Israel. In verse 17 he says, "For as much then as God gave them the like gift as he did unto us, who believed on the Lord Jesus Christ; what was I, that I could withstand God.”


When they heard these things they held their peace, and glorified God saying. Then hath God also to the Gentiles granted repentance unto life. "

The third place three tongues are mentioned in the Book of Acts is 
Acts 18:24 to Acts 19:7.

1. 
Look at the context: Apollos had gone and preached in the synagogue of the Jews knowing only the baptism of John.


Paul came and found disciples of John there. They were not the disciples of Christ, Acts 19:4-5. These people did not know the finished work of Christ on the cross so Paul preached to them the message that they should believe on the Lord Jesus Christ. We know that these disciples of John were Jews because Acts 18:26 says, "He began to speak boldly in the synagogue." And so, we have these individuals, once they are truly saved, speak with other languages (19:6) and the reason for this is very evident, in that not only is it a sign to the Jewish believers and disciples of John the Baptist, that there was a necessity of believing on the Lord Jesus Christ to be saved.
